	The name of the club shall be the Irish

Rambler’s Club or, in the Irish language,

Cumann Siuloiri na h-Eireann.
	9.
	No officer shall remain in the same 

office for more than three consecutive years.

	2.
	The club shall be non-sectarian and 

non-political.
	10.
	The Executive Committee shall have power to
fill any vacancies which occur during the year.

	3.
	The objects of the club shall be to provide 

Facilities for regular hiking for its members,

to promote the interest of its members in the 

proper enjoyment of the countryside and the 

Protection of rights of way and to provide

 facilities for social events for its members
	11.
	The Executive Committee shall meet at least 

once each month and at any meeting of the 

committee seven members shall constitute a quorum.

	4.
	The motto of the club shall be  “to explore,

 enjoy and protect our  beautiful countryside.”
	12.
	Any member of the Executive who misses three

consecutive meetings of the committee will cease to be

 a member of the Executive Committee.

	5.
	The membership of the club to be open

to all persons of 17 years and over, who 

subscribe to the objects of the club and whose 

application is approved by the

 Executive Committee.
	13.
	The Executive Committee may delegate its 

duties to the officers or appoint sub-committees. 

	6.
	The Executive Committee may limit or 

expand the total membership of the club as

 it may think fit subject to the direction of the 

Annual or Special Meeting.
	14.
	The Executive Committee shall, but only on a 

majority of at least two-thirds of the Executive

 committee members, have the power to terminate the 

membership of any member for any conduct deemed

 likely to bring the club into disrepute or for any conduct detrimental to 
the interests of the club. A member shall receive due  notice of the intention 
of the committee to terminate his membership and shall have the right, if he so 
desires, to present his case to the committee in writing or personally, and to a 

special general meeting, called in accordance with 

Article 25, to be held within two months of  such notice.

	The annual membership subscription shall

be determined by the Annual or Special 

meeting and shall be payable by standing 

members on the 1st January each year, for the 

ensuing calendar year. The membership of any

 member who fails to pay the subscription by 

the 28th February shall be deemed to be lapsed.
	15.
	The President shall act as chairman of meetings

of the Executive Committee, Annual General

Meetings and Special General Meetings, or if unable to

 do so, he shall appoint a deputy from the Executive

 Committee.

	The affairs of the club shall be managed by an

 Executive Committee consisting of the five

Officers of the club i.e., President, Vice 

President, Secretary, Treasurer, Editor and

 seven other  members all of whom shall 

retire with effect on the 31st December 

following the A.G.M. The members of the 

Executive Committee shall be eligible for 

re-election. The incoming Executive 

Committee will take up duty on the

 retirement of the outgoing committee and

may attend any meeting of the outgoing 

Executive Committee but shall not have 

voting power.

	The Vice-President shall be responsible, subject to the 

approval of the Executive Committee, for making 

arrangements for the regular hiking programme.

The Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of 

the club; attend to correspondence and generally carry

out the instructions of the Committee.

	The Treasurer shall keep proper books of 

Accounts and shall prepare an Annual 

Income and Expenditure Accounts and 

Balance Sheet for the financial year, which

 shall end 30th of September each year.

	The agenda for  the Annual General Meeting which 

Shall include any motions and nominations received for

the Annual General Meeting at least ten days before-

hand. Ten days notice shall be given of all special 

meetings.

	The Executive Committee at its first meeting

each year shall appoint a Property Officer

who shall be responsible to the committee for

any club property already acquired and for 

any acquired during his term of office. Where

necessary, property of the club shall be vested 

in the officers for the time being.

	A special general meeting may be called at any time by

the Executive Committee and also upon a requisition 

signed by twenty per cent or more of the total member-

ship of the club. The object of the meeting must be 

specified in the notice convening it and only such 

special business shall be transacted at the meeting.

	The Editor of “The Rambler” – the magazine

and bulletin of the club – shall act under the

general control of the Executive Committee

 in the publication of matters relating to the 

aims, objects and policies of the club.

	Voting at Annual and Special General Meetings shall be s

strictly reserved to club members and participation by 

non members shall be at the discretion of the Chairman.

	The Annual General Meeting of the club

 shall be held within the first two weeks of 

November each year, when the Executive

Committee shall present its report on the 
Various activities of the club and the financial 

Statements for the previous year.

	The club’s standing orders shall apply at Annual and 

Special General Meetings.

	The officers and other members of the 

Executive Committee shall be elected at the 

A.G.M. and such business shall be transacted

as is usual at Annual General Meetings.

	The Constitution may be altered only by a resolution 

passed at an Annual or Special General Meeting. Such a

resolution  will be deemed to have been passed provided 

at least two-thirds of those present and voting vote in 

favour of the resolution.

	Two honourary auditors, who shall examine 

and certify the annual accounts shall be 

elected by the A.G.M. The auditors shall 

not be members of the incoming Executive

Committee.

	No resolution passed at an Annual General Meeting 

shall be rescinded or varied, within one year from the 

date thereof except by a majority of two-thirds of those

present and voting at any subsequent Special General

Meeting.

	Notice shall be given to members of the date,

venue and time of the Annual General 

Meeting and also of the date by which 

nominations and motions must be received 

by the Secretary on or before the closing 

date which shall be a Sunday not less than

four weeks before the A.G.M.
